Background

D.19-11-016 requires all Load Serving Entities (“LSEs”) to file a Progress Report by February 15, 2020, summarizing their activities and efforts to date to comply with this decision, along with a declaration as to whether the LSE intends to self-provide all or none of the capacity required by this decision, as a “compliance filing” filed and served in this proceeding, or its successor. The decision also states that if a Community Choice Aggregator (CCA) or Electric Service Provider (ESP) elect not to provide the full amount of its obligation, the CPUC will then require the relevant investor-owned utility to procure on behalf of the CCA or ESP and have the costs of any such procurement allocated to the customers of the CCA or ESP on a non-bypassable basis based on the cost allocation mechanism and not the procurement charge indifference amount mechanism.
