Summary: SCE submits this report as it may involve an event that meets the significant public
attention and/or media coverage reporting requirement. A vegetation fire known as the Landon
Fire was reported in the Jurupa Valley/Eastvale area earlier today. The fire burned in an open
field adjacent to Interstate 15 and was extinguished by the Riverside County Fire Department.
We have no indication of any residential properties damaged or destroyed by the fire.
Preliminary information indicates an unidentified individual cut down a utility pole supporting
overhead electrical facilities near Landon Drive resulting in downed conductors. Additionally, a
couple of poles in the area sustained fire damage and may require replacement. The investigation
is ongoing.
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
